eBefore accessing the platform, clear the space around it and deploy the stabilizers according to the model.

oThe surfaces on which the platform is set must be flat, horizontal and nonslip (forgoing one of these
conditions can lead to severe accidents).

olt is essential the platform is set on its 4 supports.

eAlways access and leave while facing the platform.

eDo not set any ladder or any other accessory on the floor to raise the work height.
Do not jump on the floor.

eFor any operation, wearing Personal Protective Equipment is mandatory.
eAlways use the platform with its safety rails.

Maintenance and servicing:
Before any operation, you must check the elements to see if any could be defective. Points to check:

oCheck the state of welded and bolted structures, the geometry of the elements.
eCheck the supports, wheels and stabilizers, according to the model, work properly.
oCheck the good condition of the plywood.

eCheck stickers can be easily read.

eCheck locks and moving elements work properly.

oCheck the product can be properly opened and closed

oCheck all the elements listed in this user manual are present.

o|f need be and if in doubt, replace the faulty part with a DUARIB-made replacement.
